Some Types Of Bowling Events & The Appropriate RCP Software Solutions
As of October 2010

“Classic Line” refers to software created prior to 2010. It requires Excel 2002 or later to run it.

“New Generation” and “2010” refer to software that requires Excel 2007 or later to run it.

Events:

League-sized Men’s or Women’s Singles event – (up to 200 men and 200 women bowlers), each sex bowling in their own events

Solutions: 

Classic Line 

1) SuperSingles 1.3 (up to 40 games, 3,000 bowlers)

2) Use Singles sheets in SweeperScore Pro, Standard, or Mini 3.7 for standard 3 games events. 

New Generation Line

3) SuperSingles-n-Doubles 2010 (up to 4,000 singles bowlers, 1 to 114 games)

4) Use Singles sheets in SuperSweeperScore 2010 (up to 8 games)
5) Use Singles sheet in TourneyScore 2010
Fairly large singles event (in excess of 200 bowlers)
Solutions:

Classic Line

1) SuperSingles 1.3 (up to 40 games, 3,000 bowlers)

New Generation Line

2) SuperSingles-n-Doubles 2010 (up to 4,000 singles bowlers, 1 to 114 games)

3) If all bowlers same gender or gender is disregarded, can use Generic Singles in Plus Version of SuperSweeperScore 2010, for up to 400 bowlers)
4) Use Singles sheet in TourneyScore 2010, League-Bowling Center Edition, for up to 1,000 bowlers
Very large singles events (thousands of bowlers and/or special singles events with special features such as Mulligan events (throw out your lowest score automatically)

Solutions:

Classic Line
1) SuperSingles 1.3 (up to 40 games, 3,000 bowlers, but no special scoring)

New Generation Line

2) SuperSingles-n-Doubles 2010 (up to 4,000 singles bowlers, 1 to 114 games, can score Mulligan events)

League-sized Men’s or Women’s Doubles event – (up to 120 men or 120 women bowlers), each sex bowling in their own events

Solutions: 

Classic Line 

1) Use Men’s or Women’s Doubles sheets in SweeperScore Pro 3.7 (can be opt-in or round robin)
New Generation Line

2) Use Men’s or Women’s Doubles sheets in SuperSweeperScore 2010 Enhanced Doubles version or higher (bowl up to 8 games, can be opt-in or round robin)
3) SuperSingles-n-Doubles 2010 (handles 4,000 doubles records and thus up to 8,000 doubles bowlers, 1 to 114 games, director could allow bowlers to bowl multiple times with multiple partners up to total of 4,000 pairs entries, can score Mulligan events)
4) TourneyScore 2010 (standard 3 games, bowl once only in doubles)
Fairly large Men’s or Women’s doubles event (more than 120 men or 120 women)
1) SuperSingles-n-Doubles 2010 (handles 4,000 doubles records and thus up to 8,000 doubles bowlers, 1 to 114 games, director could allow bowlers to bowl multiple times with multiple partners up to total of 4,000 pairs entries, can score Mulligan events)
2) Use Generic Doubles sheet in Plus version of SuperSweeperScore (up to 325 bowlers in round-robin or opt-in format)
3) TourneyScore 2010 (up to 500 doubles pairs, each bowler paired up once only, in League-Bowling Center Edition)
Very large Men’s or Women’s doubles events (thousands of bowlers and/or special doubles events with special features such as Mulligan events (throw out your lowest score automatically)

Solutions:

1) SuperSingles-n-Doubles 2010 (handles 4,000 doubles records and thus up to 8,000 doubles bowlers, 1 to 114 games, director could allow bowlers to bowl multiple times with multiple partners up to total of 4,000 pairs entries, can score Mulligan events, can handle mixed doubles events)

Mixed Doubles events
Solutions: 

Classic Line 

1) Use Mixed Doubles sheet in SweeperScore Pro or Standard 3.7 (up to 100 men, 100 women, can handle round robin or opt-in)
New Generation Line

2) Use Mixed Doubles sheets in SuperSweeperScore 2010 (up to 100 men, 100 women, can handle round robin or opt-in)
3) For very large mixed doubles events, use SuperSingles-n-Doubles (handles 4,000 doubles records and thus up to 8,000 doubles bowlers, 1 to 114 games, director could allow bowlers to bowl multiple times with multiple partners up to total of 4,000 pairs entries, can score Mulligan events, men can be designed as Bowler A and women can be designated as Bowler B for mixed events)

4) Could use doubles sheet in TourneyScore 2010 (League-Bowling Center Edition will handle 1,000 bowlers, 3 games, designate men as n.1, women as n.2, each bowler bowling once only with single partner)

Generic Doubles events (men and women treated as the same)
Solutions: 

Classic Line 

1) Use Generic Doubles sheet in SweeperScore Pro 3.7 (up to 125 men and 125 women if running gender-specific events simultaneously, up to 250 bowlers if no gender-specific events being run simultaneously, can be opt-in or round robin)
New Generation Line

5) Use Generic Doubles sheet in SuperSweeperScore 2010, Plus Edition (up to 325 bowlers, can be opt-in or round robin)

6) Use TourneyScore 2010 (League-Bowling Center Edition handles 500 doubles pairs, each bowler bowling once only)

Hi-Low Doubles events (highest average bowler paired with lowest average bowler, second highest with second lowest, etc.)

Solutions: 

Classic Line 

1) Use Hi-Low Doubles sheet in SweeperScore Pro 3.7

New Generation Line

7) Use Hi-Low Doubles sheet in Plus Edition of SuperSweeperScore
Mulligan Singles or Doubles (software automatically throws out the lowest score of 4 games)

Solutions: 

1) Use SuperSingles-n-Doubles 2010.
