Within CalAppealForms is an instructional (readme) file that contains instructions on how to install these templates, set up your computer’s installation of Word to prepare tables of authorities quickly in combination with the computer code embedded in the RCP Software templates, quickly create a table of contents using embedded code, and how to generally prepare various standard documents such as briefs, superior court 28-line pleadings, form letters, and appellate court petitions. 
RCP Software CalClaimsLedger is a Microsoft Excel application that will keep track of submitted claims. You will be able to determine at a glance which claims and totaling how much have been approved, which claims and for how much are pending approval, how long it has taken to get approval and/or a check in each case, and which projects are cutting you the most or least.
RCP Software CalQuickClaim is an automated system for preparing compensation claims that is powered by Microsoft Word. This protected template contains advanced built-in Microsoft VBA macros which give this Microsoft Word template Excel-like features, including nested calculations, dynamic data exchange (DDE), and automatic calculations. This application will do the math for you. All you have to do is enter the raw data. The data entered in an interim claim can be saved and then simply modified when it comes time to submit the final claim, then saved as a separate final claim file.
